in Thomasville, Georgia. He was

Master Chief Washington’s first tour of duty was from October

ron ONE at Naval Air Facility Atsugi, Japan in February 1968. In
July 1972, Master Chief Washington returned to the United States to
serve at Attack Squadron ONE-TWO-EIGHT. Another attack squad-
ron tour of duty followed in December 1973 when Master Chiet
Washington reported for duty to Attack Squadron ONE-ONE-FIVE
at Naval Air Facility Atsugi, Japan. Master Chief Washington
returned to Fleet Air Reconnaissance Squadron ONE 1n January
1977. In January 1980 Master Chief Washington traveled south to
Antarctica for duty at VXE-6, the Antarctica Developmental Squad-
ron. After Master Chief Washington’s “Deep Freeze” assignment he
reported to Attack Squadron FORTY-FIVE for duty in July 1983. In
1994 Master Chief Washington attended the Senior Enlisted Acad-
emy (class 13). Another “Deep Freeze” assignment to VXE-6
followed in August 1986. In his first tour of duty as a Command
Master Chief, Master Chief Washington reported to Electronic
Warfare Squadron THIRTY-FOUR in January 1990 at Point Mugu,
California. -

In December 1992 Master Chief Washington reported for duty to
Commander, Carrier Air Wing FIVE as its Command Master Chief.

Master Chief Washington’s personal awards include the Naval
Parachutist designation, two Navy Commendation Medals, the Navy
Good Conduct Medal with six bronze stars and various unit and
campaign awards. .
